The places of the heavenly bodies and the Sidereal Time
are computed for the meridian of Ujjain and are true for 12
o’clock noon Indian Standard Time. It is earnestly hoped
that -this departure from . the standard convention will prove
more useful to the Indian computer who is already familiar
with the calculations reduced to the longitude of Ujjain.
The uniform use of Indian Standard Time (I. S. T. ) made in

EXPLANATIONS.

The places of the Sun, Moon and the Planets given here,
are true for the mean equinox of 1942 4. e., Sayana. T_hey
are given  for 12 o’clock mnoon - 'Indian Standard Time
(I.'S.T.). The Tithis and the Sid. Time ( reduced to the
longitude of Ujjain) are likewise given for the mnoon
(X.S. Toudas ,

The Nirayana places of the Sun, Moon and the Planets can
be obtained by subtracting respective Ayanamshas from
the places given in this Ephemeris.  This subtraction is not
necessary for the Tithis,

Examples.

Sidereal Time.—This is required for finding the

Ascendant (Lagna) and Mid-heaven (Dashama).

Formula —Sid. Time=S+4I1+4C+K, where,

S=S8id. Time at Ujjain at noon.

I=Interval between the moment for which the
Sid. Time is required and the noon (S. T.).
This is positive or negative according as
the given moment is affer or before the
noon.

C=Correction due to the longitudinal difference
and is positive or negative according as the
place is to the east or the west of Ujjain
and is to be reckoned at 4 minutes per day.

K=Motion of the Sid. Time at the rate of
9.86 seconds per mean solar hour or °82
seconds per minute.

Note.—K and I are of the same sign.

(3) Ex. To find the Sid. Time on 11th May, 1942, at
7h. 30m. (S. T.) for Travancore (Long. Tm. 40s.
East of Ujjain).— '

Sid. Time=2h. 47m, 0s.—4h. 30m.44m,
40s.—0m. 45s=—1h. 39m. 5s.

‘Note.—The Ascendant or Mid-heaven (M. C.) can be
found from the above Sid. Time by cons-

Tithis.

The decimal part indicates the portion of the next Tithi
elapsed at noon. :

The time. of the local sun-rise for a given day must be
known in order to determine the ruling Tithi for a particular
place. . The following example will make this clear:—

(4) Ex. To find the Tithi at Ujjain on 11th May, 1942,
Tithi at noon on 12-5-42=27-23
Tithi at noon on 10-5-42==25:30

The
sun rises at Sh. 48m. The ending moment of this Tithi is,
therefore, 5h. 48m.+4-1h. 15m. or 7h. 3m.

Note.—1. When the interval between the ending mo-
ments of two consecutive Tithis lies wholly
between the times of sun-rise on two cons-
ecutive days there will be a case of Tiths-
kshuya.

2. When the interval between the sun-rise on two
consecutive days lies wholly between the
ending. moments of two consecutive Tithis,
there will be a case of Tithi-vriddhi.
